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GMFMC Gag - Gulf of Mexico The Gulf of Mexico Fishery Management Council was notified on January 26, 2022 that this stock is overfished. The Council
has two years from this date to implement a rebuilding plan for Gulf of Mexico gag.

GMFMC Gray triggerfish - Gulf of o o . . .

Mexico This is the second rebuilding plan. The first plan was implemented in 2008 and the stock was targeted to rebuild by 2013 (6-
year plan). In 2012, the target rebuild date was extended to 2017, but the stock failed to rebuild. A new 9-year plan was
approved in 2017, but wasn't implemented until 2018 with a target year of 2025 to rebuild, so it is regarded as an 8-year plan.

GMFMC Greater amberjack - Gulf of  [This is the third rebuilding plan. The first rebuilding plan was implemented in 2003 and the stock was targeted to rebuild by

Mexico 2009 (7-year plan). This plan was later extended by 3 years to rebuild by 2012 (10-year plan), but the stock failed to rebuild. A
new rebuilding plan was adopted in 2015 (but not implemented until 2016) with a target rebuild date of 2018 (3-year plan). A
2016 assessment showed the stock would not rebuild by this date, so a new 10-year plan was developed in 2017 with a target
rebuild date of 2027. This plan was implemented in 2018.

GMFMC Red snapper - Gulf of Mexico [This is the second rebuilding plan. The first rebuilding plan was implemented in 1990 and the stock was targeted to rebuild by
2000 (10-year plan). In 1991 the plan was extended to rebuild by 2007 (17-year plan). In 1993, it was extended again to rebuild
by 2009 (19-year plan) and in 1996, extended to rebuild by 2019 (29-year plan). A new 31-year rebuilding plan was scheduled
for implementation in 2001 with a target rebuild date of 2032. This plan was not implemented until 2005 so is regarded as a 28-
year rebuilding plan.

GMFMC Tilefish - Gulf of Mexico The most recent assessment for tilefish - Gulf of Mexico (2011) used overfished criteria that have been determined to be the
Best Scientific Information Available (BSIA), but a minimum stock size threshold (MSST) has not been adopted in the fishery
management plan. Since the stock size is above the biomass target (Bmsy), the stock is presumably not overfished.

GMFMC Yellowedge grouper - Gulf of |The most recent assessment for yellowedge grouper - Gulf of Mexico (2010) used overfished criteria that have been

Mexico determined to be the Best Scientific Information Available (BSIA), but a minimum stock size threshold (MSST) has not been
adopted in the fishery management plan. Since the stock size is above the biomass target (Bmsy), the stock is presumably not
overfished.

MAFMC Northern shortfin squid - Although Northern shortfin squid is currently listed as not subject to overfishing, the most recent stock assessment (2006) was

Northwestern Atlantic Coast |not able to precisely determine current exploitation rates or stock biomass. Nevertheless, the overfishing status of this stock
remains unchanged, based on the results of an eatlier assessment (2005).

MAFMC Summer flounder - Mid- A 2023 stock assessment suppotts a conclusion that scamp and yellowmouth grouper (scamp/yellowmouth grouper complex)

Atlantic Coast is not subject to overfishing and overfished. An official stock status determination cannot be made until the fishery
management plan is amended to adopt new criteria for this new stock complex. A formal status determination is expected in
2025.

NEFMC Atlantic cod - Georges Bank [The overfishing status of Georges Bank cod is based on the results of the stock assessment completed in 2013 and the

overfished status is based on the results of the stock assessment completed in 2021. While quantitative estimates of stock size
compared to the overfished threshold could not be estimated, the stock was determined to be ovetfished based on qualitative
information that the stock is in poor shape.

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NEFMC Atlantic cod - Gulf of Maine |[This is the third rebuilding plan. The first rebuilding plan was implemented in 2004 and the stock was targeted to rebuild by
2014 (10-year rebuilding plan).

NEFMC Atlantic halibut - The status of Atlantic halibut is based on the results of the stock assessment completed in 2012. Although the stock assessment
Northwestern Atlantic Coast |conducted in 2015 was rejected, reviewers felt confident that the stock remains overfished. Frst and second derivative
assessments were conducted in 2018, 2019, and 2020 but were not used to support overfishing or overfished stock status
determinations.
NEFMC Red hake - Southern Georges |The status of this stock is based on the 2017 stock assessment. An index-based method was conducted in 2023 and was used
Bank / Mid-Atlantic for catch advice, but does not support a new stock status determination.
NEFMC White hake - Gulf of Maine / [A trevised rebuilding plan was implemented for white hake in July 2021, with a target year of 2031 to rebuild. The first

NEFMC Winter flounder - Southern Southern New England/Mid-Atlantic winter flounder was determined to be tebuilt in 2022, based on stock size compared to a
New England / Mid-Atlantic [newly estimated biomass target. This new biomass target is significantly less than previous estimates because it is regarded as
more representative of the current conditions that has resulted in decreased productivity. Despite a determination that the
stock is rebuilt, it remains in poor condition and there is in overall decline in spawning stock biomass, even in the absence of
overfishing.
NEFMC Witch flounder - This is the second rebuilding plan. The first rebuilding plan was implemented in 2010 and targeted to rebuild by 2017, but the
Northwestern Atlantic Coast |stock failed to rebuild under the first plan. A new benchmark assessment finalized in 2017 rejected the model previously used
to support stock status (VPA model), as well as a new model that was attempted (ASAP model). As a result, there were
unreliable indicators to recommend overfishing status so the overfishing status is now unknown. There are no reliable
numerical estimates of stock size, but the conclusion that the stock is at historically low levels and other indicators support
maintaining the stock as overfished. Update assessments finalized in late 2017 and 2019 support the same results as the
benchmark assessment finalized in early 2017.
NEFMC Yellowtail flounder - Southern [Southetn New England / Mid-Atlantic yellowtail flounder was previously rebuilt in 2012 under a rebuilding plan. This stock

for catch advice, but does not support a new stock status determination.
NEFMC / Goosefish - Southern Georges [ The overfishing and overfished status were changed to unknown in 2022 because the assessment that supported stock status
MAFMC Bank / Mid-Atlantic used an aging method that was later determined to be inappropriate for monkfish. An index-based method is currently used for
catch advice, but does not support a new stock status determination.
NPFMC Golden king crab - Aleutian [ The status of this stock is based on the assessment of two stocks - Fastern and Western Aleutian Islands golden king crab
Islands stocks.
NPFMC Snow crab - Bering Sea The North Pacific Fishery Management Council INPFMC) was notified on October 19, 2021 that this stock is overfished. The

NPFMC has two years from this date to implement a rebuilding plan for Bering Sea snow crab.

In the last two stock assessments| (2017 and 2021)], due to continued uncertainty regarding stock recruitment potential and the
continued inability to resolve the divergent (i.e., low vs. high) recruitment potential scenarios, spawning stock biomass (SSB)
was not estimated and maximum sustainable yield (MSY) reference points were not used to determine stock status. The
assessment used total biomass information, which does not depend on which of these scenarios is selected. The 2021 stock
assessment estimated that the total biomass increased by nine percent over 2017 through 2020 and concluded that overfishing
was not occurring. In recent years, short-term advice has been provided based on an F0.1 reference point (FMSY proxy)
assuming that near term recruitment will be similar to the recent past recruitment. The F0.1 strategy compensates for the effect
of recruitment changes on biomass by allowing higher catches when recent recruitment is higher and reducing catches when
recent recruitments are lower. Fishing consistently at F0.1 will, over the long-term, cause the stock to fluctuate around the
corresponding long-term biomass (BO.1), whatever the future recruitment potential.

For 2023 onward, the stock will be managed, including the setting of the TAC, under a management procedure that was
adopted by ICCAT for both stocks of Atlantic bluefin tuna ICCAT Rec. 22-10).

NEFMC Windowpane - Gulf of Maine |The status of Gulf of Maine / Geotges Bank windowpane is based on the results of the stock assessment completed in 2019.
/ Georges Bank An Area Swept Biomass assessment was conducted in 2020, but was not used to support overfishing or overfished stock status
determinations. The rebuilding plan for Gulf of Maine/Georges Bank windowpane was implemented in 2010 and the stock
was targeted to rebuild by 2017, but the stock failed to rebuild. The rebuilding plan was revised and the new start date is July
18, 2019 and the stock is expected to rebuild by 2029 (10-year rebuilding plan).
NEFMC Yellowtail flounder - Georges [The rebuilding plan for Georges Bank yellowtail flounder was implemented in 2006 and the stock was targeted to rebuild by
Bank 2014 (8-year rebuilding plan), was later extended to rebuild by 2016 (10-year rebuilding plan), and was again extended to rebuild
by 2032 (26-year rebuilding plan). The status of this stock is based on the Transboundary Resources Assessment Committee
finalized in 2013, which was the last accepted assessment that supported stock status advice. Empirical assessments were
conducted in 2017 and 2018, but were not used to support overfishing or overfished stock status determinations.
NPEFMC Blue king crab - Pribilof Pribilof Islands blue king crab was previously in a rebuilding plan that started in 2004 and had a target end date of 2014. The
Islands new plan implemented January 1, 2015 does not specify a target rebuilding date because it is not known when the stock is
expected to rebuild. The Pribilof Islands Habitat Conservation Zone (PIHCZ) has been closed to groundfish trawling since
1995 and beginning in 2015, there is a prohibition on directed cod pot fishing in the PIHCZ. The causes of the stock decline
are thought to be predominantly due to environmental changes that inhibit blue king crab reproduction. For this stock to
rebuild, the stock would likely requite multiple years of above average recruitment and/or a change in environmental
conditions to increase larval productivity around the Pribilof Islands.
